State Aid to Public Libraries in the United States

As part of the initial work of the State Review Committee, we will examine the state aid programs of other states.  The staff used two sources when researching state aid to public libraries in the United States.  The first is the most recent survey of all state library agencies conducted by the National Center for Education Statistics.  The second is an email survey conducted by Dianne Carty, Head of State Aid and Data Coordination at the MBLC.  Each has its pluses and its minuses.  The first source provides data from all 50 states, but it is very limited and is two years old.  The second includes more comprehensive and current data about state aid, but does not include responses from all 50 states.

State Library Agency Survey
The publication, State Library Agencies Fiscal Year 2004—Supplemental Tables to NCES 2006-303, reported a total of $332,446,000 (table 33D, p.115) going to individual public libraries as state aid from state sources, (including the District of Columbia).  
The following thirteen states reported distributing no state aid in FY2004:  Colorado, Florida, Idaho, Minnesota, Montana, Nevada, New Hampshire, South Dakota, Tennessee, Vermont, Washington, Wisconsin and Wyoming.  
The following twelve states reported less than $1,000,000 in FY2004 state aid:  Alaska, Arizona, Arkansas, Indiana, Maine, Mississippi, Nebraska, North Dakota, Ohio, Oklahoma, Oregon, Utah.

Electronic Survey of State Aid to Public Libraries 
State library agencies were surveyed in the spring of 2005.  The survey was updated in 2006.  
Nine states responded that there is no state aid to public libraries in their state:  Colorado, Idaho, Minnesota, New Hampshire, Ohio, South Dakota, Vermont, Washington and Wyoming.  
The following nine states did not respond to the survey:  Alabama, Georgia, Hawaii, Illinois, Kansas, Maine, North Dakota, Oregon and Tennessee.

SUMMARY
Purposes of State Aid to Public Libraries

The purposes of state aid for the following four states are similar to those in other states, including Massachusetts:

California

The intent of the program is to embody the state’s interest in the general diffusion of information and knowledge through free public libraries; to encourage lifelong learning; to supplement the system of free public education; to help libraries serve as sources of information and inspiration to persons of all ages, cultural backgrounds and economic status; and to furnish a resource for continuing education.  The funds assure the availability to every resident of the state an adequate level of public library service regardless of the taxable wealth of the local jurisdiction providing the service.  Funds are appropriated annually in the state budget to support the program.

Florida

The purpose of the state aid program is to encourage local governments to establish and continue development of free library service to all residents of Florida.

North Carolina

The purpose of state aid is to improve, stimulate, increase, and equalize public library service to the people of the whole state.

Virginia

State aid seeks to improve services, bolster the maintenance and development of proper standards, and encourage the formation of regional libraries to provide more economical units of service and a wider range of library services.  The state’s requirements for aid serve to establish standards for Virginia’s public libraries, and keep the state’s library systems in step with accepted standards of library practice nationally.  The state aid formula also encourages local governments to play a significant role in funding local library services.  The stat requirements have encouraged localities to maintain and increase expenditures over time.

	California
	Public Library Fund- to qualify, the local governing body (county, city, district) must appropriate funds to the library that are at least equal to the appropriation for the immediate preceding year.  There are limited provisions for waiver of the maintenance of effort requirement.  
Transaction Based Reimbursements-

Direct Loan: Over-the-counter loan of material by a CA public library to a resident of another CA public library jurisdiction.  

Interlibrary Loan: Public libraries as well as non-public libraries are reimbursed only when the borrowing library is a CA public library.  Public libraries are reimbursed for loans made to each other and to eligible non-public libraries.  
	Public Library Fund- funds are awarded on a per capita basis.
Direct Loan: Reimbursed on a net imbalance basis. A participating public library is reimbursed for the handling costs of those loans made to non-residents that exceed the number of loans made by all other public libraries to the participating library’s own residents.  
For direct and interlibrary loans, only handling costs are reimbursed.

	Localities may use the funds freely so long as the funds serve the public library purposes stated in the law

	Florida
	Operating Grants are the basic grant. A political subdivision designated by a county as the single library administrative unit is eligible. Minimum--(1) Library manager must have an ALA accredited master’s degree and 2 subsequent years of full-time paid professional experience (2) Open at least 40 hours (3)Library must be supported by a local appropriation of at least $20,000.

Equalization Grants are available for 34 counties that qualify for Operating Grants and serve counties with limited local tax resources. A county's adjusted taxable property value must rank in the lower 34 counties in the state; and the per capita local support for the county must be below the statewide average.
Multicounty Grants are available to the single library administrative unit of the multicounty library that qualifies for Operating Grants and serves a combined population of 50,000 or more or three counties.
	Grant amounts are based largely on local funds invested in library service. Thus, more local money spent on library services means more potential for State Aid.  

Operating Grants provide a match of up to 25 cents on either local funds expended centrally by the library during the second preceding year or local funds appropriated for libraries in their first two years of eligibility. The grant can be no more than 25% of all local funds centrally expended by the political subdivision during the second preceding fiscal for library operations.
Equalization Grants provide a match of either $.25 or $.50 on the adjusted dollar of local expenditures.

Multicounty Grants have 2 components: (1) a match on local expenditures and (2) a base grant of $250,000 for libraries that have 3 or more participating counties.
	State Aid must be expended for the operation and maintenance of the library and not for the purchase or construction of a library building or library quarters.

	A public library is eligible for state aid under section 16(2) of the act if it meets the hours of accessibility, library personnel and local financial support requirements. A public library is eligible for state aid under section 16(4) of the act if it complies with

guidelines and is a participating member of a cooperative library not less than 30 days prior to September 30. A public library is eligible for state aid under section 16(5) of the Act if it meets county reimbursable salary requirements.

	New Jersey
	All public libraries must annually certify that:

a) each municipality or county appropriates a minimum of 1/3 of a mill on every dollar of assessable property within such municipality/county based on the equalized valuation of such property.
b) a member or members of the board has or have received a minimum of three hours of library-related education annually.

c) libraries serving populations of 7,500 or above will employ in all professional librarian positions librarians holding a New Jersey State Professional Librarian Certificate.

Minimum Requirements:

a) number of employees- one FTE for initial 4,000 population and an additional FTE for each additional 4,000 in population

b) professional staff- libraries with populations of 7,500 or more will have a full-time NJ certified librarian as director, and one librarian FTE for each 10,000 pop, and an additional FTE for each 20,000 pop over 50,000.

c) library materials- a minimum of 8,000 volumes or one volume per capita, whichever is greater. A minimum of 1/10 volume per capita (includes non-print) must be purchased annually.  A minimum of 25 periodical titles must be purchased, with increased minimums based on population served.  Indexes or full-text databases that provide access to these periodicals must be provided.  

Public Internet access must also be provided.
d) library hours- Libraries must be open a minimum of 30 hours per week over five days, with a minimum of three evenings (two for libraries serving under 7,500 pop) and some weekend hours.  The hours requirement increases based on population served up to 60 hours per week for libraries serving populations of 50,000 or more.
e) Libraries must also offer interlibrary loan, children’s programming, and a library webpage.

f) staff must meet minimum requirements for continuing education.

Failure to meet the above requirements will result in the loss of per capita State Aid, either in whole (if not meeting the maintenance of effort requirement) or in reductions of 50% for each instance of missing one of the other standards listed above.
	a. Each municipality or county that supports, in whole or in part, library service from municipal or county tax sources pursuant to chapter 33 or 54 of Title 40 of the Revised Statutes shall qualify for one of the following:

(1) $0.50 per capita if its annual expenditure for library services is less than 1/5 mill per dollar upon the equalized valuation;
(2) $0.75 per capita if its annual expenditure for library services is equal to or more than 1/5 mill, but less than 1/4 mill per dollar upon equalized valuation;
(3) $1.00 per capita if its annual expenditure for library services is equal to or more than 1/4 mill, but less than 1/3 mill per dollar upon equalized valuation;
(4) $1.25 per capita if its annual expenditure for library services is equal to or more than 1/3 mill, but less than 1/2 mill per dollar upon equalized valuation;
(5) $1.50 per capita if its annual expenditure for library services is equal to or more than 1/2 mill per dollar upon equalized valuation; 

provided, however, that payments hereunder to a municipality or county shall not be less than the amount which such municipality or county received in State library aid in the year preceding July 1, 1967, except that in no case shall payments under this section exceed one-half of the annual expenditure for library services by the municipality or the county, as the case may be.

	State Aid must be used for library purposes. Decisions on the use and expenditures of per capita State Aid rest with the board of trustees of municipal, joint and association libraries and with the county library commission of the county libraries or the county board of chosen freeholders   State Aid funds must be expended within two years of the date of receipt of the funds, unless a plan for expenditure of the funds is approved by the State Librarian.

	New York
	Maintenance of Effort-  In the event that the sum total of local sponsor support raised by local taxation exclusive of the sum raised for capital expenditures for the support of a public library system and participating libraries in a twelve month period is less than ninety-five per centum of the average of the amounts raised for such purposes by local taxation for the two preceding twelve month periods, the state aid to which such library system would otherwise be entitled shall be reduced by twenty-five per centum.
In promulgating regulations and approving, rejecting or revoking plans of library service, consideration shall be given to:

(1) The prevention of unreasonable discrimination among the persons served by such public library system.

(2) The need for rapid expansion of library facilities in areas not now served.

(3) The need of each public library system for the professional services of an adequate number of librarians having, in addition to general familiarity with literature, special training with respect to book selection and organization for library use.

(4) The need for a book stock sufficient in size and varied in kind and subject matter.

(5) The need for regular fresh additions to book stock.

(6) The need for adequate books, materials, and facilities for research and information as well as for recreational reading.

(7) The need for libraries, branches, and other outlets convenient in location, and with adequate hours of service.

(8) The desirability for the integration of existing libraries and new libraries into systems serving a sufficiently large population to support adequate library service at a reasonable cost.

(9) The need for the economic and efficient utilization of public funds.

(10) The need for full utilization of local pride, responsibility, initiative and support of library service and the use of state aid in their stimulation but not as their substitute.

(11) The needs of special populations.


	a. (1) Ten thousand dollars where the library system serves less than one county, or

(2) Twenty thousand dollars where the library system serves one entire county, or

(3) Where the library system serves more than one county the system shall be entitled to receive twenty-five thousand dollars for each entire county served and/or ten thousand dollars for each county, any part of which is served by the library system.

b. In a library system which submits a plan for further development of its central library, which plan shall be approved by the commissioner in relation to standards for such central libraries, the amount of central library development aid shall be:

(1) thirty-two cents per capita of the population within the chartered area of service of such library system with a minimum amount of one hundred five thousand dollars
(2) an additional seventy-one thousand five hundred dollars to the library system for the purchase of books and materials including nonprint materials

c. The sum of ninety-four cents per capita of population of the area served

d. An amount equal to the amount by which expenditures by the library system for books, periodicals, binding and nonprint materials during the preceding fiscal year exceeds forty cents per capita of population of the area served but the total apportionment pursuant to this subparagraph shall not exceed sixty-eight cents per capita of population served. 
e. The sum of fifty-two dollars per square mile of area served by the library system in the case of library systems serving one county or less.  Such sum shall be increased by five dollars for each additional entire county served, provided, however, that no apportionment pursuant to this paragraph shall exceed seventy-two dollars per square mile of area served

At least forty percent of the total amount paid to any public library system under this provision shall be distributed to its member public and free association libraries.
	

	North Carolina
	Libraries requesting funding from the aid to public libraries fund must meet the following requirements: 
1. Be legally established as required by North Carolina statutes.

2. Provide Library services easily available without discrimination to all residents of the political subdivision supporting the library.

3. Employ a director having a valid North Carolina public librarian certificate and experience as a public librarian or administrator.

4. Secure operational funds from local government sources at least equal to the amount budgeted the previous year. A grant to a local public library from the Aid to Public Libraries Fund shall not be terminated but shall be reduced proportionately by the Department of Cultural Resources if the local funding for a public library was reduced by the local governing body as part of an overall general budgetary reduction reflecting local economic conditions and local government fiscal constraints. State funds shall not replace local funds appropriated for public library operations.

5 Expend funds as authorized in the adopted budget. Any library having an unencumbered operational balance of more than seventeen percent (17%) of the previous year's operating receipts will have the difference deducted from its state allocation.

6. Obtain aggregate operational funds from local sources at least equaling state aid.

7. Pay salaries for professional positions funded from state aid that are no less than the scale required by the division of state library.

8. Obtain an annual audit of library accounts according to generally accepted accounting principles and submit a copy of this audit to the division of state library.

9. Submit a copy of bylaws and personnel policies to the division of state library.

10. Compile an assessment of the library needs of the community, prepare and annually revise a long-range plan of service, and submit copies of needs assessment and long-range plans of service to the division of state library.

11. Submit a copy of the agreement establishing the regional or county library, if composed of more than one local governmental unit.

12. Meet the following stipulations when establishing a new library or withdrawing from a larger system: a.meet all qualifications for the state aid to public libraries program on July 1 of the year prior to the fiscal year that the library plans to receive state aid, b.continue to meet all qualifications for the state aid to public libraries program from July 1 to June 30 of that year, which shall be known as the demonstration year, c.file a full application for state aid by the June 30 deadline at the close of the demonstration year in order to receive state aid in the next fiscal year.
	The formula allocates 50 percent of the total State Aid to Public Libraries appropriation as equal block grants to each eligible county, plus an additional block grant to each multi-county regional library. The remaining 50 percent of the State Aid fund is allocated as per capita income equalization grants. Each eligible regional, county and municipal library system receives a per capita grant that is inversely proportional to the local per capita income.
	May only be used for materials, salaries, equipment and operating costs.

	Quality Libraries Aid (1) Statewide Library Card program. (2) ILL to multitype libraries. (3) Free ILL to residents. (4) Open 26 hours --6 weekend hours. (5) 8 hours of approved CE for the library director.
(6) Coordination plan of county-wide services.

Incentive for Excellence Aid (1) 12% of operating budget for materials. If expends more than 12%, must increase percentage by 5% each year or by percentage increase in appropriation, whichever is less. (2) Open 45 hours--7 weekend hours. Population below 7,000, open 35 hours--7 weekend hours. (3) 6 CE hours every 2 years for paid staff working 20 hours. 
Equal Distribution Grants --Local libraries, branch libraries or bookmobiles which achieve the applicable basic standards.
Equalization Aid --Any library that meets basic standards, maintains its financial effort of the preceding year and is supported by a municipality that is economically distressed.

	Quality Libraries Aid is based on the population served. 
Incentive for Excellence Aid provides matching funds for libraries spending more than the state minimum of $5 per capita of local monies. 
Equal Distribution Grants divide the total amount of money allocated by the number of local libraries, branch libraries and bookmobiles achieve the basic standards.
Equalization Aid 20% of annual allocation is first distributed in equal amounts to all qualifying libraries, then by per capita.
	State aid must be expended to assist in the support and maintenance of local libraries.

	Virginia
	a) Local operating expenditures must be at least 50% of the median statewide local operating expenditures per capita, two - thirds of which must be from taxation or endowment.   Local operating expenditures from taxation or endowment for any library, or library system, shall not fall below that of the previous year. In cases where the budgets of all the departments of the local government are reduced below those of the previous year, the library's state grant-in-aid would be reduced.
b) Have certified librarians in positions as required by state law. Libraries failing to employ a certified librarian in the position of director will have their state aid grant reduced by 25%. 

c) Keep open a headquarters library or centrally located branch at least 40 hours a week for a full range of library services. This schedule must include at least three consecutive evening hours an appropriate weekend hours. Evening hours are defined as the hours after 5 p.m. 
	The formula for distribution is contained in the Code of Virginia § 41.1 - 48 and contains three parts:

Local effort: 40% of every [local] dollar expended by the political subdivision(s) in the system. The grant to any county or city shall not exceed $250,000.

Per capita: Based on population of area served and number of participating municipalities - 30¢ for the first 600,000 persons served (county or city library) plus 10¢ per capita for each additional jurisdiction (regional). Libraries serving in excess of 600,000 receive 10¢ per capita for remaining population.

Square Mileage: $10 per square mile for single jurisdiction (county or city) libraries plus an additional $20 per square mile for libraries serving more than one political jurisdiction (regional). 
	While state aid funds may be used for several purposes, the overwhelming usage is for library materials. In FY00, state aid was used for library materials (77%), professional librarian salaries (9%), contractual (4%), and supplies (3%). Internet access, fellowships, furniture, and other uses were also permitted.

	West Virginia


	Minimum requirements for public libraries to earn grants-in-aid.  The Library Commission shall determine by evaluation visits and required reports whether public libraries meet the requirements of the West Virginia State Plan.  Any library failing to meet such requirement shall not be eligible for grants-in-aid.  
3.2.1.  Requirements for public libraries to qualify as regional libraries, public library service centers (library systems) or designated recipients of grants-in-aid. 
(a)  The public library must be organized and must operate under a legally-appointed library board. 

 (b)  The library board is governed by by-laws, rules and regulations which it has adopt​ed for the administration, supervision and protection of the library and all property belonging thereto.
 (c)  The public library must have an annual operating budget from local funds of two dollars ($2.00) per capita for the county population in which the library is located or seventy-five thousand dollars ($75,000), whichever is greater.  A regional library must have an annual operating budget from local funds of one dollar ($1.00) per capita or fifty thousand dollars ($50,000), whichever is greater.  Public Libraries newly designated as grant-in-aid recipients must achieve the two dollars($2.00) per capita within five (5) years of the first grant award.

 (d)  At least sixty-six and two-thirds percent (66 2/3%) of the operating budget must be available from tax funds.

 (e)  The public library must have on the staff a full-time professionally-trained librarian.  Such librarian must hold a degree in library science from a library school accredited by the American Library Association.  All service center libraries and all regional libraries must have at least two (2) full-time professional librarians.  All libraries receiving grants-in-aid must be open to the public a minimum of forty (40) hours weekly.

(f)  The librarian for the public library will be required to attend planning meetings, workshops and conferences called by the Library Commission.

(g)  The public library must provide free service to all residents of the area included in the plan submitted by the regional library or service center and approved by the Library Commission; and must provide advisory service and book credits to public libraries eligible under the plan.

(h)  The Library Commission will officially designate service enters and other qualifying public libraries for receipt of grants.  All funds appropriated for library purposes must be administered and disbursed by the public library board so designated.

(i)  Local operational funds shall not be less than the amount received during the previous year.  Grants are established to supplement service and are not intended to reduce the amount of local funding.  Should local funding be less than in the proceeding year, the library will be ineligible for grants-in-aid.  Funds remaining in the library’s account at the end of the fiscal year must be explained to the Library Commission in order to retain eligibility for grants-in-aid.

(j)  Failure of an established regional library, public library service center (library system) or designated recipient of grant-in-aid to meet the eligibility requirements shall result in the following actions:

(1)  The library will notify the Library Commission in writing of the requirements which are not met.  Notification should be made with the annual financial report to the Commission.

(2)  The Library Commission will review the status of the library and may grant a waiver of requirements for the ensuing fiscal year.  The Commission may request additional documentation from the library of their attempts to meet the eligibility requirements.

(3)  When a waiver is granted, the library will relinquish all budgetary and program review authority to the Library Commission until such time as eligibility requirements are met.

(4)  Eligibility requirements shall be reviewed each fiscal year.  The term of the waiver shall be for one year.  Libraries still failing to meet the requirements must reapply for the waiver condition.

California
Public Library Fund- Provides direct state aid to California public libraries for basic public library service.  
California Library Services Act- provides transaction-based reimbursements
(Education Code, Title 1, Division 1, Part 11, Chapter 1.5, Articles 1- 4, Sections 18010-18030)
Eligibility Requirements--All California public libraries are eligible to apply. No separate allocations are made below jurisdiction level. 

Awards are made only to those libraries that formally apply using the forms provided, and that apply on time (annual deadlines are in effect in the law). To qualify the local governing body (county, city, district) must appropriate funds to the library that are at least equal to its appropriation for the immediate preceding year (so called “maintenance of effort,” or MOE). The revenue is calculated on the local funds appropriated not actual expenditures, and the compliance with MOE is based on a comparison of the dollar amount certified by the library as of each successive annual submission. 

There are specific requirements for what may be counted as local revenue in this calculation. 

There are limited provisions for waiver of the MOE requirement. 
Disbursement Formula—The law permits the Legislature to appropriate an amount up to 10% of a target “foundation” level of service based on a per capita cost each year. This foundation level, adjusted annually, has risen from $37.6 million in 1987/88 to $84.8 million in 2004/05.

The state appropriation has never reached the target level and has varied from $8.8 million. (19% of full funding) in 1992/93 to $56.8 million (79% of full funding) in 2000/01 and to $14.4 million (17% of full funding) in 2004/05.

The state awards a dollar amount to qualifying public libraries equal to the proportional share of the total amount appropriated by the Legislature and signed by the Governor each year, based on the population of the library's service area as certified by the State Librarian each spring prior to the year of award. The population factor used is based on census data compiled annually by the Dept. of Finance for the entire state. 

There have been a number of one-time and ongoing revisions to the funding formula throughout the existence of this program. 
Transaction Based Reimbursements
Supports reimbursement of local libraries for a portion of the costs they incur when they extend lending services beyond their normal clientele.  The two service components authorized in the California Library Services Act (CLSA) for the Transaction Based Reimbursements (TBR) Program are: 

1. Direct Loan: Over-the-counter loan of material by a California public library to a resident of some other California public library jurisdiction.  Direct loans are reimbursed on a net imbalance basis.  A participating public library is reimbursed for the handling costs of those loans made to non-residents that exceed the number of loans made by all other public libraries to the participating library´s own residents.  The Direct Loan Program has two provisions of service: 

a. Equal Access: If the public library has agreed to participate in the Equal Access provision of CLSA, it is obligated to provide non-resident over-the-counter loan service to residents of public libraries that belong to the same CLSA Cooperative Library System as the lending library. 

b. Universal Borrowing:   If the public library has agreed to participate in the Universal Borrowing provision of CLSA, it is obligated to provide over-the-counter loan service to the residents of all other California public library jurisdictions. 

2. Interlibrary Loan: Lending of material from one library to another as a result of a user request for the item.  Public libraries as well as non-public libraries (i.e., public and private academic libraries, not-for-profit corporate libraries, school libraries, etc.) are reimbursed only when the borrowing library is a California public library.  Public libraries are reimbursed for loans made to each other and to eligible non-public libraries.  As in the Direct Loan program, only handling costs are reimbursed.

Expenditure Requirements—Localities may use the funds freely so long as the funds serve the public library purposes stated in the law.
Florida  
The program is authorized under Sections 257.14-257.25, Florida Statutes.  Rules for administration of the program are outlined in Section 1B-2.011, Florida Administrative Code.

Eligibility Requirements-- A political subdivision that has been designated by a county as the single library administrative unit is eligible to receive an annual Operating Grant of no more than 25% of all local funds centrally expended by the political subdivision during the second preceding fiscal year for the operation and maintenance of a library. At a minimum, the library manager must have a master’s degree from a library education program accredited by the American Library Association and two subsequent years of full-time paid

professional experience; the library must be open at least 40 hours per week; and the library must be supported by a local appropriation of at least $20,000.
Disbursement Formula—“It is a very complicated formula.”  Grant amounts are based largely on local funds invested in library service. Thus, more local money spent on library services means more potential for State Aid.  

Equalization Grants are fully funded and are available for 34 counties that qualify for Operating Grants and serve counties with limited local tax resources. For a county to qualify, a county's adjusted taxable property value must rank in the lower 34 counties in the state; and the per capita local support for the county must be below the statewide average. The grant provides a match of either $.25 or $.50 on the adjusted dollar of local expenditures.

Multicounty Grants are fully funded and are available to the single library administrative unit of the multicounty library that qualifies for Operating Grants and serves a combined population of 50,000 or more or three counties. The grant has two components: (1) a match on local expenditures and (2) a base grant of $250,000 for libraries that have three or more participating counties.

Operating Grants are the basic grant providing a match of up to 25 cents on either local funds expended centrally by the library during the second preceding year or local funds appropriated for libraries in their first two years of eligibility. The grant amount is prorated if the legislative appropriation is not adequate to fully fund all four components of the State Aid program.
Expenditure Requirements— State Aid to Libraries Grant funds must be expended for the operation and maintenance of the library and not for the purchase or construction of a library building or library quarters.

Disbursement Formula— Based on a formula that provides a certain amount per county resident (right now it is $12 per) weighted by the wealth of the jurisdiction.

Expenditure Requirements—None.

Eligibility Requirements-- A public library is eligible for state aid under section 16(2) of the act if it meets the hours of accessibility, library personnel and local financial support requirements. A public library is eligible for state aid under section 16(4) of the act if it complies with

guidelines and is a participating member of a cooperative library not less than 30 days prior to September 30. A public library is eligible for state aid under section 16(5) of the Act if it meets county reimbursable salary requirements.  
Classification of Libraries

For the purpose of applying standards to the hours of accessibility and library personnel requirements, public libraries are classified on the basis of population into the following categories:

In order to receive state aid, a public library shall meet the standards for hours of accessibility and library personnel set forth in the rules according to its class level. A public library that shifts to a higher class level because of a change in population shall meet the higher level of standard for accessibility and personnel not later than the last month of the public library’s next full fiscal year following notification by the Library of Michigan of the shift in class level.

If a public library has more than one branch, and if the hours for the main library building and each established branch library are different, the unduplicated hours may be added together to satisfy the minimum open hours requirement. The personnel requirements do not apply with respect to personnel with valid certificates who were employed as of October 1, 1984. When an individual employed as of October 1, 1984, leaves the position, the position must be filled in compliance with the minimum requirements in order for the library to remain eligible for state aid.
Certification of Library Personnel

Candidates for certification by the Library of Michigan shall furnish credentials to the Library of Michigan for evaluation. Proof of education may be by transcript from the educational institution or a statement from the proper official of a high school, community college, 4-year college, or library school granting the credits. The Library of Michigan shall certify qualified library personnel in accordance with the  following 7 classifications:

I. A Librarian’s Permanent Professional Certificate shall be granted to a person who has the following qualifications:

• A bachelor’s degree from a college or university accredited by a regional accrediting body.

• A master’s degree or its equivalent from a library school accredited by the American Library Association.

• Following completion of the educational requirements, 4 years of satisfactory professional experience in a library or libraries approved by the Library of Michigan.

(excerpt from State Aid Guidelines For Michigan Libraries 2000 Edition)

II. A Librarian’s Professional Certificate shall be granted to a person who meets the educational qualifications required for a Librarian’s Permanent Professional Certificate. Upon completion of the 4-year experience requirement, the certificate may be exchanged for a Librarian’s Permanent Professional Certificate.

III. A Special Professional Certificate shall be granted to an individual who possesses a master’s degree in a special subject field other than library science or in library science from a curriculum not accredited by the American Library Association.

IV. A Limited Professional Certificate Class A shall be granted to an individual who has either of the following qualifications:

• A bachelor’s degree with a major (24 semester hours or its equivalent) in library science.

• A bachelor’s degree and current enrollment in a library school accredited by the American Library Association.

V. A Limited Professional Certificate Class B shall be granted to an individual who is a college graduate with a major (24 semester hours or the equivalent) in a subject field other than library science.

VI. A Library Technician’s Certificate shall be granted to an individual upon completion of a 2-year library technician curriculum approved by the Library of Michigan.

VII. A Certificate of Library Experience shall be granted to an individual who has graduated from high school and has successfully completed a Beginning Workshop that is approved by the Library of Michigan. This training must be completed within 2 years of the individual’s appointment. The certificate is valid for 3 years and may be renewed by the Library of Michigan after the applicant has

submitted transcripts of his or her renewal hours of approved training that equals 3.2 CEUs, 32 contact hours, or 3 credit hours from a college or university.
Local Financial Support Requirement

In order to receive state aid, each public library shall maintain a minimum local support level of 3/10 mill on state equalized valuation (SEV) for the legal service area of that library in the last completed fiscal year before October 1 of the year of distribution. In the case of a public library that has contracted with other governmental units for library services, if the total local support for the legal service area and the contractual area does not equal or exceed the 3/10 mill requirement, each governmental unit shall be treated as a separate unit and each unit shall meet the 3/10 mill requirement. The fiscal year reporting cycle of public libraries may extend over a 21-month period. If a public library operates on other than a calendar year basis, the determination of whether the public library meets the 3/10 mill standard shall be based on SEV information dated 2 years before the fiscal year in which the distribution of state aid is being made. If a public library operates on a calendar year basis, the determination shall be based on SEV information dated 3 years before the fiscal year in which the distribution of state aid is made. If the SEV information for a public library contains valuations of special construction sites that do not generate revenues for the public library serving the area, the Library of Michigan may implement a special SEV adjustment to establish a more equitable minimum financial support standard for that public library.  The Library of Michigan may grant a 1-year waiver  of the minimum local support requirement if the local support level is $250.00 or less below the 3/10 mill requirement and written  communications indicate that the requirement will be satisfied for the next reporting year.
Disbursement Formula—$0.4345 per capita.

2. Professional staff: 

i. N.J.S.A. 45:8A-3 notwithstanding, all libraries serving populations of 7,500 or more must employ as library director a full-time professional librarian who holds a New Jersey State Professional Librarian Certificate. Libraries serving between 7,500 and 9,999 in population shall be exempt from meeting the requirement of a professional library director until such time as the incumbent director, employed at the time of the adoption of this revision, of said library is no longer employed by that library. 

ii. The minimum full-time work week shall be 35 hours. The minimum work week shall apply to all libraries receiving aid under this section. 

iii. Libraries serving 7,500 to 50,000 population must employ a minimum of one full-time professional librarian holding a New Jersey State Professional Librarian Certificate or the full-time equivalent for each 10,000 population as set forth in Chart A above. 
iv. Libraries serving a population over 50,000 must employ a minimum of one full-time professional librarian or the full-time equivalent for every 10,000 population up to 50,000 and one additional full-time professional librarian or the full-time equivalent for each 20,000 population over 50,000 as set forth in Chart A above.

1. Each library shall provide the index or indexes that are necessary to provide access to information contained within the periodicals, or subscribe or have access to an on-line, full-text database. These indexes may be hard copy subscriptions, electronic services purchased or leased by the library or an online database that indexes periodicals. 

(d) Each library shall provide the public free access to the Internet all hours the library is open. 

(e) Those libraries which are in municipalities providing tax support for a county library may count the materials provided by the county library to the local library toward meeting the requirements of (a), (b) and (c) above. The materials provided can be used to satisfy the requirements for volumes purchased, minimum collection, and periodical subscriptions and holdings by the exact number provided by the county library in each category.

2. Minimum hours open to the public must be scheduled to provide some service five days per week with a minimum of three evenings and some weekend hours every week. Variations are permitted as long as the minimum hours open per year standard is met as set forth in Chart C above. The State Librarian may authorize other variations to accommodate local conditions. 

3. Libraries serving communities of under 7,500 population must meet the minimum requirement of 30 hours per week. However, the 30 hours may be scheduled to provide only two instead of three evenings per week. 

(b) Libraries shall provide the minimum level of service set forth in this subsection. Libraries shall: 

1. Offer interlibrary loan through current technology; 

· Provide children's programming; and 

· Provide a library Webpage with links to databases offered by the State or regional library cooperative. 

(c) Libraries shall provide knowledgeable service. 

1. All public libraries must certify that a member or members of the staff who do not hold a New Jersey State Professional Librarian Certificate and are counted to meet the minimum requirements of N.J.A.C. 15:21-2.4 has or collectively have received annually a minimum of library-related education as set forth in Chart D below.

15:21-2.8 Use of per capita aid; decision by public library board of trustees or county library officials
(a) State Aid must be used for library purposes. Upon receipt of State Aid checks pursuant to N.J.S.A. 18A:74-3, municipal and county treasurers shall make these funds immediately available to public library trustees, county library commissioners or, in counties which have reorganized the administrative structure of county government according to N.J.S.A. 40:41A-1 et seq., the board of chosen freeholders as the case may be. Decisions on the use and expenditures of per capita State Aid rest with the board of trustees of municipal, joint and association libraries and with the county library commission of the county libraries or the county board of chosen freeholders. The State Librarian may require a certified audit if he or she deems necessary. 

(b) State Aid funds must be expended within two years of the date of receipt of the funds. If not expended, the board of trustees, the county library commission or the board of chosen freeholders must submit to the State Librarian a plan for the use of the unspent balances at least 60 days before the deadline for expenditure. Failure to submit such a plan, or disapproval of the plan by the State Librarian, shall result in the withholding of State Aid payments. 

(c) In reviewing the plan, the State Librarian will give consideration to the following: 

1. Priority for the use of balances for expenditures which enable the library to comply with the provisions of this chapter; 

2. Demonstration that expenditures contribute to the provision of efficient and effective library services, including capital needs and facilities; 

3. Inclusion of realistic, attainable, time-bounded objectives. 

N.J.A.C.
15:21-2.9 Application of special census
An application for the use of a special census for the receipt of aid pursuant to N.J.S.A. 18A:74-3 shall be submitted in writing to the State Librarian for transmittal to the State Treasurer on or before October 15 of the year preceding that in which the special census would be used as a basis for the payment of per capita aid. The application must include the new census figure to be used, and written verification from the United States Bureau of the Census. 

N.J.A.C.
15:21-2.10 Library buildings; submission of program
Any library planning to use State Aid moneys for new construction, an addition or structural changes to the present building shall submit its building program and preliminary building plans to the State Librarian for review and approval. 

Disbursement Formula— 

N.J.S.A. 18A:74-3. Municipalities and counties supporting libraries
a. Each municipality or county that supports, in whole or in part, library service from municipal or county tax sources pursuant to chapter 33 or 54 of Title 40 of the Revised Statutes1 shall qualify for one of the following:

(1) $0.50 per capita if its annual expenditure for library services is less than 1/5 mill per dollar upon the equalized valuation;
(2) $0.75 per capita if its annual expenditure for library services is equal to or more than 1/5 mill, but less than 1/4 mill per dollar upon equalized valuation;
(3) $1.00 per capita if its annual expenditure for library services is equal to or more than 1/4 mill, but less than 1/3 mill per dollar upon equalized valuation;
(4) $1.25 per capita if its annual expenditure for library services is equal to or more than 1/3 mill, but less than 1/2 mill per dollar upon equalized valuation;
(5) $1.50 per capita if its annual expenditure for library services is equal to or more than 1/2 mill per dollar upon equalized valuation; 

provided, however, that payments hereunder to a municipality or county shall not be less than the amount which such municipality or county received in State library aid in the year preceding July 1, 1967, except that in no case shall payments under this section exceed one-half of the annual expenditure for library services by the municipality or the county, as the case may be.

b. For those municipalities which provide tax support for both a local library and a county library, the per capita aid provided for in subsection a. of this section shall be determined as follows: the total expenditure for library service pursuant to chapters 33 and 54 of Title 40 of the Revised Statutes shall be used to determine the scale of per capita aid. In counties in which the free county library has been reorganized pursuant to P.L. 1977, c. 300 (C. 40:33-15 et seq.), the total payments shall be made to the municipality. In those counties which have established county libraries pursuant to P.L. 1963, c. 46 (C. 40:33-5.1), the payment to the municipality and the county shall be made according to section 2 of P.L. 1983, c. 487 (C. 18A:74-3.1). In all other counties the payment to the municipality and to the county, respectively, shall be apportioned in the same ratio as each expenditure bears to the total expenditure.

Eligibility Requirements--

§272. Conditions under which library systems are entitled to state aid
 1. Public library systems
a. The term "public library system" as used in this article means:
(1) A library established by one or more counties.

(2) A group of libraries serving an area including one or more counties in whole or in part.

(3) A library of a city containing one or more counties.

(4) A cooperative library system established pursuant to section two hundred fifty-five of this chapter, the plan of library service of any of which shall have been approved by the commissioner.

b. The "area served" by a public library system for the purposes of this article shall mean the area which the public library system proposes to serve in its approved plan of service. In determining the population of the area served by the public library system the population shall be deemed to be that shown by the latest federal census for the political subdivisions in the area served. Such population shall be certified in the same manner as provided by section fifty-four of the state finance law except that such population shall include the reservation and school Indian population and inmates of state institutions under the direction, supervision or control of the state department of correction, the state department of mental hygiene and the state department of social welfare. In the event that any of the political subdivisions receiving library service are included within a larger political subdivision which is a part of the public library system the population used for the purposes of computing state aid shall be the population of the larger political subdivision, provided however, that where any political subdivision within a larger political subdivision shall have taken an interim census since the last census taken of the larger political subdivision, the population of the larger political subdivision may be adjusted to reflect such interim census and, as so adjusted, may be used until the next census of such larger political subdivision. In the event that the area served is not coterminous with a political subdivision, the population of which is shown on such census, or the area in square miles of which is available from official sources, such population and area shall be determined, for the purpose of computation of state aid pursuant to section two hundred seventy-three by applying to the population and area in square miles of such political subdivision, the ratio which exists between the assessed valuation of the portion of such political subdivision included within the area served and the total assessed valuation of such political subdivision.

c. Members of a public library system shall be those public, free association, and Indian libraries located within the service area which have been admitted to membership prior to July first, nineteen hundred seventy-eight, or which apply for and are granted membership subsequent to that date with the approval of the commissioner. No public library system shall be subject to any loss of benefits under these provisions where such system has made reasonable effort to prevent the unapproved withdrawal of such library from the system and the system demonstrates, in a manner satisfactory to the commissioner, that the residents of the area encompassed by the withdrawing library will continue to benefit from the library service provided by the public library system.

d. "Approved plan" as used in this article means a plan of library service by a public library system approved by the commissioner subsequent to May first, nineteen hundred fifty-eight.

e. Approval shall not be given to a public library system unless it will serve at least two hundred thousand people or four thousand square miles of area, provided, however, that provisional approval may be given to a public library system which will serve at least fifty thousand persons provided the area served includes three or more political subdivisions and provided further that a satisfactory plan of expansion of service to be followed during the ensuing five-year period is adopted by such library system and approved by the commissioner.

f. The board of trustees of the public library system shall submit to the commissioner the plan of library service. Such plan shall be supported by such information as the commissioner may require in the form prescribed by him.

g. No such plan of library service shall be approved by the commissioner unless he finds that it provides for the residents of the area served thereby a method conforming to the regulations of the commissioner by which the participating libraries are obligated to permit the loan of books and material among members of the system for use on the same basis permitted by the library which owns or controls them.

h. The commissioner shall by regulation provide the standard of service with which such a public library system must comply. Such regulations shall among other things, relate to the total book stock; the diversity of such book stock with respect to general subjects and type of literature, provided that such regulation shall not, directly or indirectly, prohibit the inclusion of a particular book, periodical or material or the works of a particular author or the expression of a particular point of view; annual additions to book stock; circulation of book stock; maintenance of catalogues; number and location of libraries or branch libraries; hours of operation and number and qualifications of personnel, necessary to enable a public library system to render adequate service. Such regulations may establish standards which differ on the basis of population; density of population; the actual valuation of the taxable property within the area served; the condition of library facilities in existence on April first, nineteen hundred fifty-seven; the amount raised by taxation by or for the area served; the relation of such amount to population and actual value of the property taxed; the relation of the amount of funds received by a public library system from local taxes to that derived from private contributions; or on such other basis as the commissioner finds necessary to provide for the equitable distribution of state aid.

i. Each public library system receiving state aid pursuant to this section and section two hundred seventy-three shall furnish such information regarding its library service as the commissioner may from time to time require to discharge his duties under such sections. The commissioner may at any time revoke his approval of a plan of library service if he finds that the public library system operating under such plan no longer conforms to the provisions of this section or the regulations promulgated by the commissioner hereunder; or, in the case of provisional approval, if such library system no longer conforms to the agreement, plans or conditions upon which such provisional approval was based. In such case a public library system shall not thereafter be entitled to state aid pursuant to this section or section two hundred seventy-three unless and until its plan of library service is again approved by the commissioner.

j. (1) In the event that the sum total of local sponsor support raised by local taxation exclusive of the sum raised for capital expenditures for the support of a public library system and participating libraries in a twelve month period is less than ninety-five per centum of the average of the amounts raised for such purposes by local taxation for the two preceding twelve month periods, the state aid to which such library system would otherwise be entitled shall be reduced by twenty-five per centum. Such state aid shall likewise be reduced by twenty-five per centum in the event that the public library system shall refuse after reasonable notice to make provision for the expansion of the area served in accordance with the regulations of the commissioner. In the first year in which any library system changes its reporting from the calendar year to a fiscal year other than the calendar year, it shall file any additional reporting schedules deemed necessary by the commissioner for the purpose of determining maintenance of effort as required herein, in order that no period of time shall be exempt from such requirement.

(2) In the event that the total sum raised by local taxation, exclusive of the sum raised for capital expenditures, for the support of a central library of a public library system in a twelve month period, is less than ninety-five per centum of the average of the amounts raised for such purposes by local taxation for the two preceding twelve month periods, the state aid to which such library system would otherwise be entitled for the development of its central library shall be reduced by twenty-five per centum. In the first year in which any library system changes its reporting from the calendar year to a fiscal year other than the calendar year, it shall file any additional reporting schedules deemed necessary by the commissioner for the purpose of deter mining maintenance of effort as required herein, in order that no period of time shall be exempt from such requirement.

(3) The commissioner may waive the requirements of subparagraphs one and two of this paragraph, if the commissioner determines that the application of such subparagraphs would result in excessive hardship for the public library system or central library brought about by an extraordinary change in a local sponsor’s economic condition, loss by a local sponsor of state aid to local governments provided under section fifty-four of the state finance law, or by a natural disaster. Such waiver may be granted only one time to each public library system or central library between the first day of January, two thousand and the thirty-first day of December, two thousand five. The commissioner may grant such waiver for a period of up to two consecutive calendar years. The commissioner shall report any waivers granted under this subparagraph to the speaker of the assembly, the temporary president of the senate, and the chairs of the legislative fiscal committees.

(4) A "local sponsor" shall mean any municipality, district or school district, as defined in the general municipal law, or any combination thereof.

k. In promulgating regulations and approving, rejecting or revoking plans of library service pursuant to this section, consideration shall be given to:

(1) The prevention of unreasonable discrimination among the persons served by such public library system.

(2) The need for rapid expansion of library facilities in areas not now served.

(3) The need of each public library system for the professional services of an adequate number of librarians having, in addition to general familiarity with literature, special training with respect to book selection and organization for library use.

(4) The need for a book stock sufficient in size and varied in kind and subject matter.

(5) The need for regular fresh additions to book stock.

(6) The need for adequate books, materials, and facilities for research and information as well as for recreational reading.

(7) The need for libraries, branches, and other outlets convenient in location, and with adequate hours of service.

(8) The desirability for the integration of existing libraries and new libraries into systems serving a sufficiently large population to support adequate library service at a reasonable cost.

(9) The need for the economic and efficient utilization of public funds.

(10) The need for full utilization of local pride, responsibility, initiative and support of library service and the use of state aid in their stimulation but not as their substitute.

(11) The needs of special populations.

Disbursement Formula—
§273. Apportionment of state aid
 1. Any public library system providing service under an approved plan during a calendar year shall be entitled to receive during that calendar year state aid consisting of the following amounts:

a. An annual grant of:

(1) Ten thousand dollars where the library system serves less than one county, or

(2) Twenty thousand dollars where the library system serves one entire county, or

(3) Where the library system serves more than one county the system shall be entitled to receive twenty-five thousand dollars for each entire county served and/or ten thousand dollars for each county, any part of which is served by the library system. If an entire county is served by two or more library systems, each of which serves a part thereof, each of such library systems shall be entitled to receive a grant of ten thousand dollars and in addition, a pro rata share of an additional sum of ten thousand dollars, such share to be computed in accordance with the ratio which the population of the area of the county served by such library system bears to the total population of the county, as determined under subdivision two of section two hundred seventy-two of this article.

b. In a library system which submits a plan for further development of its central library, which plan shall be approved by the commissioner in relation to standards for such central libraries, the amount of central library development aid shall be:

(1) thirty-two cents per capita of the population within the chartered area of service of such library system with a minimum amount of one hundred five thousand dollars, except that in calendar year nineteen hundred ninety-one such amount shall be twenty-nine cents per capita of the population within the chartered area of service of such library system with a minimum amount of ninety-five thousand two hundred fifty dollars, and except that in calendar year nineteen hundred ninety-two such amount shall be thirty cents per capita of the population within the chartered area of service of such library system with a minimum amount of one hundred five thousand dollars, and

(2) an additional seventy-one thousand five hundred dollars to the library system for the purchase of books and materials including nonprint materials, as defined in regulations of the commissioner of education, for its central library, except that in calendar year nineteen hundred ninety-one such amounts shall be sixty-seven thousand eight hundred dollars. Such additional aid shall be payable on order and warrant of the comptroller on vouchers certified or approved by the commissioner in the manner prescribed by law. Ownership of library materials and equipment purchased with such central library aid provided by this paragraph shall be vested in the public library system.

c. The sum of ninety-four cents per capita of population of the area served except that in calendar year nineteen hundred ninety-one such amount shall be eighty-seven cents per capita of the area served, and except that in calendar year nineteen hundred ninety-two such amount shall be ninety-two cents per capita of the area served.

d. (1) An amount equal to the amount by which expenditures by the library system for books, periodicals, binding and nonprint materials during the preceding fiscal year exceeds forty cents per capita of population of the area served but the total apportionment pursuant to this subparagraph shall not exceed sixty-eight cents per capita of population served. In the first year in which any library system changes its reporting from the calendar year to a fiscal year other than the calendar year, it shall file any additional reporting schedules deemed necessary by the commissioner for the purpose of determining state aid for the calendar year.

(2) Each public library system with an automation program to support bibliographic control and interlibrary sharing of information resources of member libraries, and to coordinate and integrate the automated system or systems of such member libraries consistent with regulations of the commissioner, shall be eligible to receive an amount equal to seven percent of the amount earned in subparagraph one of this paragraph, or seventy-six thousand five hundred dollars, whichever is more.

e. The sum of fifty-two dollars per square mile of area served by the library system in the case of library systems serving one county or less except that in calendar year nineteen hundred ninety-one such sum shall be forty-six dollars per square mile of area served by the library system in the case of library systems serving one county or less, and except that in calendar year nineteen hundred ninety-two such sum shall be fifty dollars per square mile of area served by the library system in the case of library systems serving one county or less. Such sum shall be increased by five dollars for each additional entire county served, provided, however, that no apportionment pursuant to this paragraph shall exceed seventy-two dollars per square mile of area served except that in calendar year nineteen hundred ninety-one no apportionment pursuant to this paragraph shall exceed sixty-six dollars per square mile of area served, and except that in calendar year nineteen ninety-two no apportionment pursuant to this paragraph shall exceed seventy dollars per square mile of area served. If an entire county is served by two or more library systems, each of which serves a part thereof, each of such library systems shall be entitled to receive, in addition to the aid computed in accordance with the foregoing provisions of this paragraph, a pro rata share of an increase of five dollars to be computed as follows: the sum resulting from the computation of five dollars per square mile of area served by the one of such library systems which would receive the largest amount of aid pursuant to this paragraph shall be pro rated among the library systems serving such county in accordance with the ratio which the population of the area served by each of such library systems bears to the population of the county as determined under subdivision two of section two hundred seventy-two of this article.

f. (1) In calendar year nineteen hundred ninety-one and nineteen hundred ninety-two, local library incentive aid shall be paid as follows: the amount of eight cents for every one dollar contributed by local sponsors to the approved public library systems and to registered public and free association libraries which are members of a public library system and which conform to regulations adopted by the commissioner, except that no library system shall receive a sum which is more than one hundred seven percent greater than the sum received in local library incentive aid in nineteen hundred eighty-three and except that in calendar year nineteen hundred ninety-two no library shall receive a sum which is more than twenty-two percent greater than the sum received in local library incentive aid in nineteen hundred eighty-eight, and further provided that the aid shall be disbursed according to a plan agreed upon by the public library system board of trustees and the boards of trustees of a majority of the member libraries which shall provide that:

(i) at least forty percent of the total amount paid to any public library system under this provision shall be used by the system for systemwide services.

(ii) at least forty percent of the total amount paid to any public library system under this provision shall be distributed to its member public and free association libraries.

(2) A "local sponsor" shall mean any municipality, district or school district, as defined in the general municipal law, or any combination thereof.

(3) The local sponsor contribution shall be that amount other than funds allocated for capital expenditure or debt service received in any calendar year by a public library system or a public or free association library from such sponsor.

(4) Of the annual amount payable under this paragraph, fifty percent shall be paid on July fifteenth and fifty percent on November fifteenth in nineteen hundred ninety-one and in nineteen hundred ninety-two.

(5) Local library services aid. In calendar year nineteen hundred ninety-three and thereafter, except in cities with a population in excess of one million inhabitants, each chartered and registered public and free association library meeting revised standards of service to be promulgated by the commissioner, and each public or free association library serving a city with a population of one hundred thousand or more which merged with the public library system on or before January first, nineteen hundred seventy-six and which meets revised standards of service to be promulgated by the commissioner, shall be eligible to receive thirty-one cents per capita of the population of the library's chartered service area as on file with the commissioner on January first, nineteen hundred ninety-two, or, thirty-one cents per capita of the population of the city with a population of one hundred thousand or more whose public or free association library merged with the public library system on or before January first, nineteen hundred seventy-six, with a minimum amount of one thousand five hundred dollars, except that no library shall receive less than the amount of local library incentive aid received in nineteen hundred ninety-one as reported on the library's nineteen hundred ninety-one annual report. Regulations of the commissioner shall provide a method for establishing changes in chartered service areas or determining populations thereof. Local library services aid shall be paid to the system for distribution within thirty days of receipt to its member libraries in accordance with this subdivision. Notwithstanding any contrary provisions of this subparagraph, the commissioner shall establish procedures under which a public or free association library may apply for a waiver of the requirements of the revised standards of service; provided, however, that any such waivers may only be granted in the same year in which the commissioner has apportioned a reduction adjustment.

(6) Local services support aid. In calendar year nineteen hundred ninety-three and thereafter, except in cities with a population in excess of one million inhabitants, each public library system operating under an approved plan of service shall be eligible to receive annually local services support aid equal to two-thirds of the total dollar amount paid in local library services aid to the member libraries of the system plus thirty-one cents per capita of the system's population who do not reside within the chartered service area of a member library.

(7) Local consolidated systems aid. In calendar year nineteen hundred ninety-three and thereafter, in cities with a population in excess of one million inhabitants, each public library system operating under an approved plan of service shall be eligible to receive annually local consolidated system aid equal to the sum of (i) thirty-one cents per capita of the population served by the system, but not less than the amount of local library incentive aid received in nineteen hundred ninety-one as reported on the library's nineteen hundred ninety-one annual report; and (ii) an additional amount equal to two-thirds of the total dollar amount computed for the system pursuant to clause (i) of this subparagraph.

 h. (1) Each public library system which provides coordinated outreach services, as defined by regulations to be promulgated by the commissioner, to persons who are educationally disadvantaged or who are members of ethnic or minority groups in need of special library services, or who are unemployed and in need of job placement assistance, or who live in areas underserved by a library, or who are blind, physically handicapped, aged or confined in institutions, shall be entitled to receive annually forty-three thousand dollars and thirteen cents per capita of the total population of the area served except that for the calendar year nineteen hundred ninety-one the library shall receive forty-two thousand dollars and eleven and one-half cents per capita and except that for the calendar year nineteen hundred ninety-two the library shall receive forty-three thousand dollars and twelve cents per capita.

(2) For the year beginning January first, nineteen hundred ninety-three and annually thereafter, the commissioner shall award annually grants to each public library system which submits an acceptable plan for library service programs to be carried out by a system and/or a member library or libraries which assist adults to increase their literacy skills. The commissioner shall award such grants having determined that such programs are being operated in direct coordination with local public schools, colleges and other organizations which are operating similar adult literacy programs. Annual state aid of two hundred thousand dollars shall be awarded in accordance with regulations promulgated by the commissioner except that in calendar year nineteen hundred ninety-two such sum shall be one hundred thousand dollars.

(3) For the year beginning January first, nineteen hundred ninety-three and annually thereafter the commissioner shall award annual grants for approved expenses for enriched coordinated outreach programs conducted for pre-school and school age children and their parents by a library or libraries which are members of a public library system. Annual state aid of three hundred thousand dollars for grants shall be allocated by the commissioner after review of proposals submitted by the public library systems and which are approvable by the commissioner under regulations to be promulgated by the commissioner.

 [NOTE: Subdivisions i, j, k, l and m omitted]
 2. Within the amounts appropriated therefor moneys paid out pursuant to this section shall be paid out of the state treasury on vouchers certified by the commissioner after audit by and upon the warrant of the comptroller.

3. The commissioner may waive the requirement that a public library system serve an entire county to earn the maximum annual grant under subparagraphs two and three of paragraph a of subdivision one of this section and paragraphs b, c, e and h of subdivision one of this section where he deems reasonable effort has been made by the system to encourage membership by all libraries in the county. 

6. Regional bibliographic data bases and interlibrary resources sharing

b. To be eligible for a grant, a five-year plan for a regional library automation program shall be submitted by the reference and research library resources system acting with the concurrence of all systems within the region. Each annual plan submitted under paragraph a of this subdivision shall be consistent with the applicable regional five-year plan with respect to the description of a comprehensive automation program and identification of sources of program support in addition to the state aid funds requested. The approval and modification of five-year plans shall be in accordance with regulations to be developed by the commissioner which shall establish standards relating to library automation, continuous development of the data base, and updating, access and linking of the data base program.

c. In accordance with regulations adopted by the commissioner, a public library system or a reference and research library resources system is authorized to enter into contracts with the state education department to provide cooperative services for the statewide data base development, data communication and document delivery.

Libraries requesting funding from the aid to public libraries fund must meet the following requirements:

	Be legally established as required by North Carolina statutes. 

	2.
	Provide Library services easily available without discrimination to all residents of the political subdivision supporting the library. 

	3.
	Employ a director having a valid North Carolina public librarian certificate and experience as a public librarian or administrator. 

	4.
	Secure operational funds from local government sources at least equal to the amount budgeted the previous year. A grant to a local public library from the Aid to Public Libraries Fund shall not be terminated but shall be reduced proportionately by the Department of Cultural Resources if the local funding for a public library was reduced by the local governing body as part of an overall general budgetary reduction reflecting local economic conditions and local government fiscal constraints. State funds shall not replace local funds appropriated for public library operations. 

	5.
	Expend funds as authorized in the adopted budget. Any library having an unencumbered operational balance of more than seventeen percent (17%) of the previous year's operating receipts will have the difference deducted from its state allocation. 

	6.
	Obtain aggregate operational funds from local sources at least equaling state aid. 

	7.
	Pay salaries for professional positions funded from state aid that are no less than the scale required by the division of state library. 

	8.
	Obtain an annual audit of library accounts according to generally accepted accounting principles and submit a copy of this audit to the division of state library. 

	9.
	Submit a copy of bylaws and personnel policies to the division of state library. 

	10.
	Compile an assessment of the library needs of the community, prepare and annually revise a long-range plan of service, and submit copies of needs assessment and long-range plans of service to the division of state library. 

	11.
	Submit a copy of the agreement establishing the regional or county library, if composed of more than one local governmental unit. 

	12.
	Meet the following stipulations when establishing a new library or withdrawing from a larger system:

	meet all qualifications for the state aid to public libraries program on July 1 of the year prior to the fiscal year that the library plans to receive state aid,

	continue to meet all qualifications for the state aid to public libraries program from July 1 to June 30 of that year, which shall be known as the demonstration year,

Disbursement Formula— The formula allocates 50 percent of the total State Aid to Public Libraries appropriation as equal block grants to each eligible county, plus an additional block grant to each multi-county regional library. The remaining 50 percent of the State Aid fund is allocated as per capita income equalization grants. Each eligible regional, county and municipal library system receives a per capita grant that is inversely proportional to the local per capita income.

Expenditure Requirements—May only be used for materials, salaries, equipment and operating costs.

Pennsylvania

The Library Code of 1961 (P.L.324), 24 Pa. C.S. Section 4201 et seq. and in Title 22 of the Pennsylvania Code Chapters 131-143.

Eligibility Requirements--
SECTION 303.3. QUALITY LIBRARIES AID CRITERIA.

(A) To receive aid under Section 303.2, the local library or library system must meet the following minimum standards:

(1) Participate in the Access Pennsylvania Statewide Library Card Program.

(2) Lend materials free of charge on a reciprocal basis to all types of libraries in this Commonwealth.

(3) Provide interlibrary loans to residents of the library's direct service area free of charge.

(4) Be open for service at least twenty-six hours per week during hours best-suited to the needs of residents of its service area, to

include at least six hours during the weekend period beginning on Saturday and ending on Sunday. Weekend hours may be reduced to four hours during time periods as community-use patterns warrant for ten weeks per year.

(5) The library director shall annually attend at least eight hours of continuing education programs approved by the Office of Commonwealth Libraries. 
(6) Participate in the County Library Plan for the coordination of county-wide services. In the absence of a county library, participate in the

development of a coordinated county services plan developed with the district. The State Librarian may, on a case-by-case basis, grant a waiver of participation in certain provisions of the plan under this clause.

SECTION 303.6. INCENTIVE FOR EXCELLENCE AID CRITERIA.

Beginning with fiscal year 1999-2000, and each fiscal year thereafter, to qualify for aid under section 303.5:

(1) A local library or a library system must expend no less than twelve percent (12%) of its operating budget, excluding costs of an unusual, emergency or nonrecurring nature, on materials. A local library or library system that expends more than twelve percent (12%) in the year in which it qualified for Incentive for Excellence Aid must increase the total amount expended on collection each succeeding year by no less than five percent (5%) or the percentage increase in the appropriation for Improvement of Library Services, whichever is less.

(2) A local library or a member library within a library system must be open for full services at least forty-five hours per week with at least

seven of these hours during the weekend period beginning on Saturday and ending on Sunday. A local library or member library within a library system serving a population below seven thousand (7,000) must be open at least thirty-five hours per week with at least seven of these hours during the weekend period beginning on Saturday and ending on Sunday. Libraries may reduce weekend hours to four hours for ten weeks per year during periods when community-use patterns warrant. A local library or member library within a library system may reduce total weekly hours by three hours per week during the ten-week period of reduced Saturday and Sunday hours if approved by the State Librarian.

(3) A local library or member library within the library system must require at least six hours of continuing education every two years for

paid staff working at least twenty hours per week, in direct support of the library service.

SECTION 303.10. EQUALIZATION AID.

…(B) Any local library or library system which achieves or exceeds applicable basic standards, maintains or exceeds its financial effort of the preceding year and is supported by a municipality that is economically distressed by any one or more of the following criteria shall qualify for equalization aid. For purposes of determining eligibility for equalization aid, an economically distressed municipality shall be:

(1) A city, borough, town or township having a market value per capita below the fifth percentile of all such cities, boroughs, towns and

townships, as certified annually by the State Tax Equalization Board; (2) Located in a county having a personal income per capita below the fifteenth percentile of all counties, as certified annually by the Department of Revenue; or  (3) Located in a county having an annual average unemployment rate above the seventieth percentile of all counties, as determined annually by the Department of Labor and Industry.

(C) Population data to be used for determining market value per capita and personal income per capita, as provided for in this section, shall be the latest available data from the Federal Bureau of Census for the direct service area of the local library or library system.

(D) In the case of a library or library system that is supported by an economically distressed municipality but that fails to maintain or exceed its financial effort of the preceding year, the library may still qualify for equalization aid if the State Librarian accepts evidence that the library or municipality did not attempt to substitute State funds for local effort.

(E) Beginning in the 1985-1986 fiscal year, twenty percent (20%) of the annual allocation for equalization aid shall first be distributed in equal amounts to all local libraries and members of library systems which qualify for such aid, as determined in accordance with the provisions of this section. The remainder of the annual allocation shall be distributed on a per capita basis to each local library and library system which qualifies for such aid, as determined in accordance with the provisions of this section, by dividing the number of persons residing in the direct service area of each such local library or library system by the total number of such persons residing in the direct service areas of all qualifying local libraries or library systems, and multiplying the result by the amount of the allocation to be distributed on a per capita basis.

(F) No local library or library system shall, as a result of the provisions of this section, receive in any year more than one-third of the total annual appropriation for equalization aid. During the 1985-1986 fiscal year and each fiscal year thereafter that the Commonwealth's total annual appropriation for the system of State-aid established by section 301 exceeds seventeen million five hundred thousand dollars ($17,500,000), no local library or library system shall receive less equalization aid as a result of the provisions of this section than such local library or library system received for equalization aid during the 1984-1985 fiscal year…. For fiscal year 2000-2001 and each fiscal year thereafter, the amount allocated for Equalization Aid shall be specified in the Commonwealth’s annual appropriation for grants to local libraries and library systems within the general appropriation act for that fiscal year. Funds allocated for Equalization Aid shall be distributed according to the provisions of this section.
SECTION 303.11. EQUAL DISTRIBUTION GRANTS TO LOCAL LIBRARIES AND LIBRARY SYSTEMS. 
For eligible fiscal years up to and through the 1998-1999 fiscal year, five percent (5%) of the Commonwealth's annual appropriation for the system of State-aid established by section 301, and all funds transferred from the county library allocation after the county libraries have been paid the total amounts for which they qualify, shall be allocated as hereinafter provided:

(1) Five cents (5¢) per capita for each person residing in the entire district for each district library center which has a population in its direct service area as a local or county library which is twelve percent (12%) or less of the population of the entire designated direct service area;

(2) The balance as equal grants to local libraries and library systems which qualify for aid under Section 303.1. These grants shall be determined by dividing the total amount of money allocated by the number of local libraries, branch libraries and bookmobiles in the Commonwealth which achieve or exceed the applicable basic standards. Each library system shall receive an equal grant for each qualifying member local library, branch library and bookmobile. Each local library shall receive an equal grant for the central library and each qualifying branch library and bookmobile. For fiscal year 1999-2000, Equal Distribution Grants to Local Libraries and Library Systems shall be allocated from a hold harmless amount to equal that amount allocated for Equal Distribution Grants to Local Libraries and Library Systems for fiscal year 1998-1999 from the amount allocated from the Commonwealth's annual appropriation for grants

to local libraries and library systems. For fiscal year 2000-2001 and each fiscal year thereafter, the amount allocated for Equal Distribution Grants to local libraries and library systems shall be specified in the Commonwealth’s annual appropriation for grants to local libraries and library systems within the general appropriations act for that fiscal year. Funds allocated for Equal Distribution Grants to Local Libraries and Library Systems shall be distributed according to the provisions of this section.
Disbursement Formula— 
Quality Libraries Aid is based on the population served. 
Incentive for Excellence Aid provides matching funds for libraries spending more than the state minimum of $5 per capita of local monies. County Coordination Aid is paid only to libraries or systems that receive a direct county appropriation or a special county library tax. A match is paid based on class of county.  
Equal Distribution Grants are flat sums paid to each individual library or branch. 
Equalization Aid is paid to libraries serving the most economically distressed communities in the state. 
State Aid is also paid to libraries that serve as resources for other libraries either as District Center Libraries or as Statewide Library Resource Centers.
Expenditure Requirements— State aid must be expended to assist in the support and maintenance of local libraries, county libraries, library systems,  district library centers and/or statewide library resource centers. 
Virginia

Code of Virginia § 41.1 - 48
Eligibility Requirements--

In order to qualify for grants - in - aid, all libraries serving more than 5,000 persons must meet the following requirements by July 1, 1992:
1. Be organized under the appropriate section of the Code of Virginia. Not more than one library in a county or regional library system or a municipal government unit may receive a grant.
2. Submit to the State Library Board:

Charter, resolution, or other legal papers under which they are organized. 

A copy of the by - laws of the board of trustees, a list of trustees, revised as changes occur. 

A five - year plan, adopted by the governing body of the library service in the area (areas) served. In order to receive continuing grants, this plan must be updated annually. 

A written statement of policy covering such items as: service, personnel, and maintenance of book collections and other materials. 

Statistical and financial reports including audits and statements of progress of the plan as requested. 

A copy of the budget for the expenditure of local funds, not including anticipated state and federal funds. This must be submitted annually. 

3. Have local operating expenditures of at least 50% of the median statewide local operating expenditures per capita, two - thirds of which must be from taxation or endowment. The median shall be recalculated each biennium. Libraries obtaining aid for the first time or those falling below the 50% median must meet the requirement within five years. Libraries which fall below 50% of the median in local expenditures per capita must submit a plan to the State Library Board for reaching the minimum requirement. The plan must include a schedule of annual increases in local expenditures of not less than 20% of the amount needed to attain local per capita expenditures of 50% of the median within five years. 

Local operating expenditures from taxation or endowment for any library, or library system, shall not fall below that of the previous year. In cases where the budgets of all the departments of the local government are reduced below those of the previous year, the library's state grant-in-aid would be reduced. The State Library may require that the amount of such reduction in the library's total expenditure be subtracted from the library's eligibility and that the state grant be reduced accordingly. If the library's budget is reduced and other agencies' budgets are not, then the library would receive no state grant-in- aid and would be ineligible for one until local expenditures shall have again reached or exceeded the local effort at the time of the last previous grant. 

The library would be ineligible for any federal funds if local funds are reduced below that of the previous year. 

Grants - in - aid shall be used as supplements to local funds. 

The amount of any undesignated balance in the local operating budget at the end of the fiscal year which exceeds 10% will be subtracted from the grant which is based on that years expenditures. 

4. Have certified librarians in positions as required by state law. Libraries failing to employ a certified librarian in the position of director will have their state aid grant reduced by 25%. 

5. Keep open a headquarters library or centrally located branch at least 40 hours a week for a full range of library services. This schedule must include at least three consecutive evening hours an appropriate weekend hours. Evening hours are defined as the hours after 5 p.m. 

6. Maintain an up - to - date reference collection and set up procedures for securing materials from other libraries through interlibrary loan.

Organize materials for convenient use through shelf arrangement, classification and cataloging, and provide a catalog of its resources. 

Stimulate use of materials through publicity, displays, reading lists, story hours, book talks, book and film discussions and other appropriate means. 

Lend guidance in all outlets to individuals in the use of informational, educational, and recreational materials. 

Maintain a collection of currently useful materials by annual additions and systematic removal of items no longer useful to maintain the purposes of quality of its resources. Have a telephone and the number of the telephone listed in the local telephone directory. 

Provide the basic services listed in this section free of charge to the public as required by law. 

7. Every regional, county, and city library serving an area of more than 400 square miles, or more than 25,000 persons, must provide some form of extension service acceptable to the board. 

8. If the library system has two or more service units, either branches or stations, it must maintain a scheduled, frequent delivery system. 9. The Library Board may, at its discretion, make exceptions for a specified period of time to any single requirement listed above. The exception will be made only if the library can show that a real effort has been made to meet the requirement and that significant progress has been made toward meeting this requirement. 

Disbursement Formula—
State Aid to Virginia's public libraries began in 1942 with an appropriation of $50,000. In FY02, $20,485,543 was distributed to the 90 public library systems. While state aid funds may be used for several purposes, the overwhelming usage is for library materials. In FY00, state aid was used for library materials (77%), professional librarian salaries (9%), contractual (4%), and supplies (3%). Internet access, fellowships, furniture, and other uses were also permitted.

In 2000, the Joint Legislative Audit and Review Commission of the Virginia General Assembly reviewed the formula used to distribute state aid.  This review finds the current State aid formula to be largely effective in achieving its objectives. Recommendations are made to refine the formula and to restore funding in several areas.  

The formula for distribution is contained in the Code of Virginia § 41.1 - 48 and contains three parts:

Local effort: 40% of every [local] dollar expended by the political subdivision(s) in the system. The grant to any county or city shall not exceed $250,000.

Per capita: Based on population of area served and number of participating municipalities - 30¢ for the first 600,000 persons served (county or city library) plus 10¢ per capita for each additional jurisdiction (regional). Libraries serving in excess of 600,000 receive 10¢ per capita for remaining population.

Square Mileage: $10 per square mile for single jurisdiction (county or city) libraries plus an additional $20 per square mile for libraries serving more than one political jurisdiction (regional).  Full funding of the formula occurs when the General Assembly allocates sufficient funds to permit each system to claim all monies due from the combination of local effort (40% or cap of $250,000), per capita, and square miles served. Full funding last occurred in FY01. If full funding does not occur, the Code of Virginia 42.1 - 50 requires the Library of Virginia to prorate the state aid grants.

To receive an annual state aid grant a library must apply for the funds prior to June 1 and the library must meet a set of requirements, adopted by the Library Board.

Eligibility Requirements—

“3.2.  Minimum requirements for public libraries to earn grants-in-aid.  The Library Commission shall determine by evaluation visits and required reports whether public libraries meet the requirements of the West Virginia State Plan.  Any library failing to meet such requirement shall not be eligible for grants-in-aid.  
3.2.1.  Requirements for public libraries to qualify as regional libraries, public library service centers (library systems) or designated recipients of grants-in-aid. 
(a)  The public library must be organized and must operate under a legally-appointed library board in accordance with W. Va. Code §10-1-1 et seq.  Public library boards receiving appropriations from governing authorities must serve as a disbursing agent, as described W. Va. Code §10-1-2, paragraph two.

 A public library organized as defined in W. Va. Code §10-1-9 is defined as a corporation.  As such, if the service center library board of directors desires coverage of employees, which designates the library board of directors as the coverage group, to the State Auditor.  For coverage under the Public Employees Retirement System, the library board of directors must apply to the Public  Employees Retirement System.

 (b)  If the public library is organized and operating under a special law, that law must provide that:

The library board members are appointed by one or more of the following governing authorities: County court, governing body of any municipality, county board of education;

The library board members are appointed for specific terms and elect officers annually;

The library board is governed by by-laws, rules and regulations which it has adopt​ed for the administration, supervision and protection of the library and all property belonging thereto;

The library board shall deposit and disburse through its designated bonded officer from the library board’s bank account, all funds appropriated and collected for public library purposes; libraries designated by the Library Commission as service centers prior to January 1, 1969, excepted; and

The library board is empowered to erect upon ground secured through gift or purchase an appropriate building for use of the library.

(c)  The designated public library or any regional library in operation prior to January, 1967, excepted, must assure the Library Commission that it has an operating budget from local funds (exclusive of capital expense) of one dollar ($1.00) per capita or twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000), whichever is greater.  Through interim steps developed in consultation with the Library Commission, the public library must have an annual operating budget from local funds of two dollars ($2.00) per capita for the county population in which the library is located or seventy-five thousand dollars ($75,000), whichever is greater, by 1975.  A regional library must have an annual operating budget from local funds of one dollar ($1.00) per capita or fifty thousand dollars ($50,000), whichever is greater, by 1975.  Public Libraries newly designated as grant-in-aid recipients must achieve the two dollars($2.00) per capita within five (5) years of the first grant award.

 (d)  At least sixty-six and two-thirds percent (66 2/3%) of the operating budget must be available from tax funds.

 (e)  The public library must have on the staff a full-time professionally-trained librarian.  A service center or regional library not now meeting this requirement must meet such requirement by July 1, 1972.  Such librarian must hold a degree in library science from a library school accredited by the American Library Association.  Incumbent regional librarians as of July 1, 1967, will be considered professionally trained if they hold a bachelor’s degree from an accredited college or university, have at least thirty(30) hours in library science, and have been a regional librarian in West Virginia for at least five (5) years.  All service center libraries and all regional libraries must have at least two (2) full-time professional librarians by July 1, 1975.  All libraries receiving grants-in-aid must be open to the public a minimum of forty (40) hours weekly.

(f)  The librarian for the public library will be required to attend planning meetings, workshops and conferences called by the Library Commission.

(g)  The public library must provide free service to all residents of the area included in the plan submitted by the regional library or service center and approved by the Library Commission; and must provide advisory service and book credits to public libraries eligible under the plan.

(h)  The Library Commission will officially designate service enters and other qualifying public libraries for receipt of grants.  All funds appropriated for library purposes must be administered and disbursed by the public library board so designated.

(i)  Local operational funds shall not be less than the amount received during the previous year.  Grants are established to supplement service and are not intended to reduce the amount of local funding.  Should local funding be less than in the proceeding year, the library will be ineligible for grants-in-aid.  Funds remaining in the library’s account at the end of the fiscal year must be explained to the Library Commission in order to retain eligibility for grants-in-aid.

(j)  Failure of an established regional library, public library service center (library system) or designated recipient of grant-in-aid to meet the eligibility requirements shall result in the following actions:

(1)  The library will notify the Library Commission in writing of the requirements which are not met.  Notification should be made with the annual financial report to the Commission.

(2)  The Library Commission will review the status of the library and may grant a waiver of requirements for the ensuing fiscal year.  The Commission may request additional documentation from the library of their attempts to meet the eligibility requirements.

(3)  When a waiver is granted, the library will relinquish all budgetary and program review authority to the Library Commission until such time as eligibility requirements are met.

(4)  Eligibility requirements shall be reviewed each fiscal year.  The term of the waiver shall be for one year.  Libraries still failing to meet the requirements must reapply for the waiver condition.

(k)  The mandatory functions of a regional library, service center and designated public library, where applicable, are as follows:

To expend the grant-in-aid funds to benefit allow residents of the area assigned;

To file a plan for assisting each affiliate library located in the counties assigned, based on a joint agreement between the libraries.  Said plan to be filed no less than ninety (90) days after the beginning of the fiscal year (use forms WVLC 300 and WVLC 301);

To operate a neighborhood-style bookmobile if service is requested by the local community and funds are available.  Grant-in-aid funds may be used;

To filter special requests for most interlibrary loans originating in the assigned area for bibliographic accuracy before turning to the statewide WATS lines or teletype.  Emergency requests can be sent directly to the Library Commission;

To employ a staff member as a resource librarian making, at least, quarterly visits to affiliate libraries.  Said staff member would advise on library management details where need​ed.  When more than one hundred thousand ($100,000) persons are served by a center library, a full-time resource person, professionally trained, must be made available; 

To account for any amount of funds to assist with administration of the regional or service center library but in no instance shall this exceed twenty percent (20%); 
and To offer a minimum of forty (40) hours of service at the headquarters library.
3.2.2.  Requirements for public libraries which are not regional, service center or grant-in-aid libraries.
(a)  The public library must be organized and must operate under a legally-appointed library board, in accordance  with  W. Va. Code §10-1-1 et seq, or if the public  library is organized under special law, that law must have the same provisions as are enumerated under 3.2.1(b) of this section of the rule.

(b)  The public library must have a minimum annual operating budget of five thousand dollars ($5,000).

(c)  The public library must be open at least thirty (30) hours per week.

(d)  The public library must purchase two hundred (200) recently published books per year, or pay personnel.

(e)  The public library must, in addition to buying two hundred (200) currently published books per year, pay personnel at least minimum state wages.

(f)  The public library must be open free to all residents of the county.

(g)  The public library must be a member of a system which meets requirements under section one of the rule.”
